Working in close partnership with the Director of Development, Aperture leadership, and colleagues 
in other departments as well as the Board, the Officer will play a central role in advancing major 
initiatives to support ambitious needs for general operating, artistic and educational support.

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• Design and implement comprehensive donor stewardship strategies that deepen donor 

engagement, encourage retention, and identify opportunities for gift upgrades in
